MEETING MINUTES
JUNE 16, 2014
The June 16, 2014 meeting of the Board of Directors of Upland North Hills Homeowners Association was held at the offices of Euclid Management Company.  The meeting was called to order by Mikey Rhein at 6:30 p.m. 
DIRECTORS PRESENT: Mikey Rhein, President; Bohdan Fedusiw, Vice President; Secretary, Carol Hendon, Treasurer and Lisa Yocum, Member at Large.
DIRECTORS ABSENT: Mary Andrew
EUCLID MANAGEMENT REPRESENTATIVE: Marleta Foster, Association Manager and Dana Mathey, Euclid Management Supervisor
HOMEOWNER INPUT:  Homeowners’ were present per the sign in sheet. 
SECRETARY'S REPORT: Carol Hendon moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to accept the May 19, 2014 minutes with the following corrections.  1.  Page 2 of minutes under Euclid Management Report item 2, tow should be two 2.  Page 4 of minutes, under Old Business line five change 13’ x 3’ to 14’ x 3’.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
EXECUTIVE DISCLOSURE: Marleta Foster reported issues discussed at the May 19, 2014 Executive Meeting were approval of April 21, 2014 Executive Minutes a hearing, and delinquency decisions.
TREASURER'S REPORT: Carol Hendon moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to accept the May 2014 financials as submitted.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0) 

EUCLID MANAGEMENT REPORT: 
Marleta Foster reported on statistics and activity since the previous meeting. Marleta and the Board reviewed the Open Items Report.
1.  Marleta Foster reported that she called Code Enforcement regarding the issue brought to our attention by Pat Hawkins that the Police Department does not have the address of the pool.  Code Enforcement directed Marleta to call the Police Department.  The Police Department sent me to the Police Dispatch and they added a geopoint in their CAD system so the address will verify for the dispatchers.  They have added Mikey Rhein and Euclid Management as emergency contacts as well.
2.  Mikey Rhein was able to get confirmation from the water department that the
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Association has one water meter on each street and Upland North Hills has two meters one for odd numbered homes and one for the even numbered homes.

3.  A Better Cleaning Solution was notified not to power wash the pool furniture.

4.  A separate bid was requested from CLS as approved at the last meeting for concrete work on lifted areas behind 1275 North Hills Drive.  The bid was received and included with the work order for the other concrete work.

5.  TPS was given approval to do the glass bead cleaning on the pool tile and the work was completed on 6/9.  

6.  Response letter was sent to 1341 North Hills Drive regarding his request at the last meeting.  The response will be discussed in Executive Session.

7.  Drainage maps were provided to Mikey Rhein and Mary Andrew for research at City Hall.  The maps were returned.

8.  Marleta met with Rooms N Covers for a bid request for the pool cabana.

9. Marleta Foster assisted Lisa Yocum with soliciting bids for the Taco Bash. The vendor selected is Tamales and Tacos.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Architectural:  

The following applications were approved since the last meeting. 

1. 1212 Tamarisk for front door replacement, windows and sliders installation and a vinyl fence.
2.  1324 Shadow Circle for tree removal.

3.  1224 North Hills Drive for a pole light in the front planter and new pillar and garage lights that match the pole light.  Lights are to be 40 watt or lower.

Grounds:  A list of landscape items was provided from the tree walk held on June 16, 2014. 
1. South side of 1239 Parkview Circle, put grass over the bare areas caused by removal of two trees and plant a small tree across the sidewalk seam that runs the width of the sidewalk.

2.  In the area of 1231 Parkview Circle and 1296 Shadow Circle, extend the existing rose bush area 3’ wide and 6’ long next to the wall in a wave pattern and fill in the rest of the area with grass.

3.  Between 1274 Deerfield Circle and 1296 Shadow Circle, extend the existing rose bush area 3’ wide and 6’ long next to the wall in a wave pattern and fill in the rest of the area with grass.

4.  Behind 1240 Fairway Circle, put grass over the bare area caused by removal of a tree.

5.  On the north side of North Hills Drive, remove the two small Loquat Trees and replace with a single-trunk Crape Myrtle Trees in keeping with the row of Crape Myrtles lining the street.
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6.  In the SW corner across from 1335 North Hills Drive, put in one multi-trunk Crape Myrtle in the corner and one multi-trunk Crape Myrtle south of tree #21.  Intersperse red roses with the existing white roses to fill in the spaces.  THIS WORK IS TO WAIT UNTIL THE WALL WORK IS COMPLETED.

7.  Across from 1336 North Hills Drive, put in a Red Spire Pear tree as indicated on the Tier One tree removal bid.  THIS WORK IS TO WAIT UNTIL THE WALL WORK IS DONE.
8.  Carol Hendon reminded Marleta that CLS promised to remove the parking signs from the cul-de-sac islands.
Communications:
Lisa Yocum moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to increase the budget amount for the Taco Bash from $1,000 to $1,500. The money will be used for ice cream, chips & dip etc.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)  It was agreed that an 18% gratuity check should be ready for Tamales N Tacos the night of the party.
Lisa Yocum moved and Carol Hendon seconded a motion to sign up for email blasts through Euclid Management’s website at a cost of $10.00 per month. This will allow homeowners who sign up for it through Euclid’s website to receive email blasts sent out by the Board of Directors. Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)

Lisa Yocum informed the Board that the newsletter for the July billing has been forwarded to Euclid Management.

Elections:
Bohdan Fedusiw reported that everything is on schedule for the annual meeting. Marleta Foster asked where the meeting was going to be held.  The Board agreed it will be held at the pool area like it was last year.
Carol Hendon moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to budget $350.00 for refreshments and raffle prizes for the meeting.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)

OLD BUSINESS:
Sign Proposal:  Carol Hendon moved and Lisa Yocum seconded a motion to accept a proposal from Goldmark Business Suppliers to install street signs at a cost of $1,845.29.  Marleta explained there may be miscellaneous incidental charges not to exceed $100.00 depending on what they run into when they remove the old signs.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
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Pergola Quotes:  It was agreed that the Board would like one more bid for a wood pergola.

NEW BUSINESS:
Ratify Additional Sun Impatiens:  Bohdan Fedusiw moved and Carol Hendon seconded a motion to ratify the decision to install (1) gallon Impatiens at the pool are for $176.00 because the smaller size was not available.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)

Ratify Emergency Water Main Repairs:  Lisa Yocum moved and Carol Hendon seconded a motion to accept a bid from Klaus and Sons for emergency repairs to a main water line under the street in front of 1343 North Hills Drive for $2,950.00.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)

Final Asphalt Patch:  Bohdan Fedusiw moved and Carol Hendon seconded a motion to accept a quote from Elias Bros to do the final asphalt patch on the street in front of 1343 North Hills Drive where the water main leak was repaired for $985.00.  Marleta is to ask Elias if they will cover the paint markings in the street that were applied by Dig Alert.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
