MEETING MINUTES
JULY 15, 2013
The July 15, 2013 meeting of the Board of Directors of Upland North Hills Homeowners Association was held at the offices of Euclid Management Company.  The meeting was called to order by Carol Hendon at 6:30 p.m. 
DIRECTORS PRESENT: Carol Hendon, President; Bohdan Fedusiw, Vice President; Mary Andrew, Treasurer and Lisa Yocum, Member at Large
DIRECTORS ABSENT: Nikki Lim, Secretary
EUCLID MANAGEMENT REPRESENTATIVE: Marleta Foster, Association Administrator.
HOMEOWNER INPUT:  Homeowners were present per the sign in sheet and discussed parking & landscape issues.
SECRETARY'S REPORT: Mary Andrew moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to accept the June 17, 2013 minutes as submitted.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
EXECUTIVE DISCLOSURE: Matters discussed at the June 17, 2013 Executive Meeting were approval of May 20 2013 Executive Minutes, delinquency decisions and homeowner requests.
TREASURER'S REPORT: Mary Andrew gave a brief overview of the June 2013 financials.  Bohdan Fedusiw moved and Carol Hendon seconded a motion to accept the June 2013 financials as submitted.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
COMMITTEE REPORTS: Architectural:  Marleta Foster reported that two applications were approved.  (1) 1223 North Hills was approved to do fence replacement.  (2) 1313 North Hills was given approval to install two fruit trees.
Communication & Safety:  No report 

Grounds:   The Grounds Committee Chairman, Pat Hawkins submitted a landscape report with the following from a walk completed on 7/15/13.
1.  Bid #044893 to install (3) Crape Myrtle trees behind 1218 Tamarisk was not completed.

2.  Bid #0448393 for removal and stump grinding of (1) Loquat Tree was not completed.  The Committee suggests not removing it at this time.

3.  Bid #04483888.  Not enough rocks were installed and remaining bushes were 
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damaged during removal.  The committee recommends that they remove the damaged bush and just add rock.

4.  A walk is scheduled with Ramon Segoviano on July 18th at 11:00 a.m.

Finance:  No report
EUCLID MANAGEMENT REPORT: 
Marleta Foster reported on activity since the previous meeting.

1.  Marleta checked the base plate on the Tamarisk mailbox that was reported at last months meeting.  It appears that the asphalt is uneven and the plate is as good as it will be.
2.  Manager checked the pool house and did not find any maps or the sort.  The Manager suggests that the Board look at the files that are in the pool house and dispose of whatever is not needed.

3.  Elias Bros was notified of approval for asphalt work.  The work is scheduled to begin on July 29th.  Notices will be mailed out tomorrow.

4.  CLS was notified of approval to install the rainbird controllers.  They are in the process of filing for a re-bate as well.

5.  Lights were reported out at the spa and also some in the pool area.  All repairs have been made.

6.  A letter was mailed to 1230 Tamarisk as requested at the last meeting regarding trash containers.

7.  CLS was notified of various issues brought up at the last meeting, dry areas of turf where sprinklers are buried, an Australian Willow on Parkview that is dry and appears to be dying, and water coming on at 9:30 a.m. at the pool area.

LIENS:  Record a New Lien:  Mary Andrew moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to record a new lien against UP-6750-0102-01 because the old lien will expire on 8/3/13.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
OLD BUSINESS:  Proposed Rule Changes:  After review of the written communication and those present Carol Hendon moved and Mary Andrew seconded a motion to accept the revised rules as submitted. (M/S/2/2) Bohdan Fedusiw and Lisa Yocum being against.   Motion failed
The Board made reviewed the proposed rules once again and made the following proposed changes.  1.  Under ARCHITECTURAL RULES #4 will be revised to read Replacement of garage door style.  Under PARKING EXCEPTIONS a. is proposed to read.  a.  The homeowners must demonstrate that the garage is in fact being used for vehicle parking and storage.  These proposed changes will be mailed to the homeowners and the proposed rules will be reviewed at the September 
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meeting.
NEW BUSINESS: Tree Removal Quote 1239 Parkview Circle:  It was determined that this bid is a duplicate of another bid and was not approved.
Tree Removal Quote 1256 North Hills and 1219 Parkview.  Mary Andrew moved and Lisa Yocum seconded a motion to accept a bid from CLS for removal of (1) declining Plum behind 1256 North Hills and (1) fig behind 1219 Parkview as long as stump grinding is added.  The cost to be $650.00 with grinding included.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)

Tree Trimming Across From 1342 North Hills Drive:  it was the Boards decision to hold on this bid to see if the homeowner trims the trees.  Carol Hendon thinks the homeowners were told by the City to trim the trees.
