MEETING MINUTES
JUNE 17, 2013
The June 17, 2013 meeting of the Board of Directors of Upland North Hills Homeowners Association was held at the offices of Euclid Management Company.  The meeting was called to order by Carol Hendon at 6:30 p.m. 
DIRECTORS PRESENT: Carol Hendon, President; Bohdan Fedusiw, Vice President; Mary Andrew, Treasurer and Lisa Yocum, Member at Large
DIRECTORS ABSENT: Nikki Lim, Secretary
EUCLID MANAGEMENT REPRESENTATIVE: Marleta Foster, Association Administrator.
HOMEOWNER INPUT:  Homeowners were present per the sign in sheet and discussed parking, landscape issues and fence and wall painting.
SECRETARY'S REPORT: Bohdan Fedusiw moved and Mary Andrew seconded a motion to accept the May 20, 2013 minutes as submitted.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
EXECUTIVE DISCLOSURE: Matters discussed at the May 20, 2013 Executive Meeting were approval of March 2013 minutes, delinquency decisions, homeowner requests and a hearing.
TREASURER'S REPORT: Mary Andrew gave a brief overview of the May 2013 financials.  Bohdan Fedusiw moved and Mary Andrew seconded a motion to accept the May 2013 financials as submitted.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
COMMITTEE REPORTS: Architectural:  Nikki Lim was absent and Marleta Foster reported that one application was approved since the last meeting for 1218 Tamarisk to install a concrete extension to their rear patio door stoop.
Communication & Safety:  No report 

Grounds:   Pat Hawkins reported on the findings of the Grounds Committee inspection of June 11, 2013.  Items from the report were dry tree in the Parkview Circle island, gushing sprinkler at 1322 Shadow Circle, dead flowers in the Shadow Circle island, sprinklers coming on at 9:30 around the pool area and leaving puddles, dead spots in the turf across from 1335 North Hills due to overgrown sprinklers dead Hawthorne bush, neighboring trees across from 1340 North Hills handing into our street, the promised mulch has not be laid along  
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the sides of North Hills Drive.  The Landscape Committee will be addressing some brown spots in the turf on the next walk through with CLS.  Marleta will check with CLS to see how often they are doing irrigation checks.
Finance:  No report
EUCLID MANAGEMENT REPORT: 
Marleta Foster reported on activity since the previous meeting.

1. CLS was requested to provide a rotation schedule for landscape maintenance.  That has been provided.
2. A notice was sent to the homeowner s regarding the proposed new rules.

3. Jayco was given approval to install the base plate covers on the mailboxes. That has been completed.

4. Leak Specialists was given approval to do leak repair in pool equipment room and the work is to commence on the19th of the month.

5. Additional bids for removal and replacement of the asphalt was requested from the Elias Bros and Quickel Paving.  Those bids have been received.

6. Scheduled a meeting with CLS, Advanced Environmental and a Rainbird representative to go over the purpose of the ET Timers that were purchased three years ago. 

7. Notified CLS of bids approved at the last meeting and requested a schedule for the work.
8. ARS was notified of approval to perform a Reserve Study for 2014.

9. “No Dogs Permitted in the Pool Area” signs were ordered and are ready for pick up.
10. Pool area was closed by the Health Department due to someone prying the spa light off of the wall.  TPS Pool Service made the repairs and the pool area was re-opened.

11. A gas leak in the meter at the pool area was reported to the gas company.  Bohdan met them on site and the leak was located and repaired.
OLD BUSINESS:  Asphalt Quotes:  Re-bidding for removal and replacement was received from Elias Bros and Quickel Paving.  Mary Andrew moved and Lisa Yocum seconded a motion to accept a bid from Elias Bros. Contractors for $99,866.00 to asphalt mill 1.5” deep to 4ft. wide, approximately 17,000 sq. ft. sweep and haul away debris, raise all utility valve and manholes to new level, clean & apply AR-4000 hot oil and install “Petromat” fabric to approximately 72,881 sq. ft., resurface same 72,881 with 1.5: hot asphalt , roll and compact in 2 moves, re-construct 3 asphalt speed bumps to 28’ long to 2.5 ft. wide by 2.5” high, install 4 new 4’ concrete bumpers as existing, restripe asphalt and install 
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blue reflectors as existing, clean all areas (165,227 sq. ft. of all dirt and misc. debris, apply (1) coat of Gold Coat sealer to same $165,227 sq. ft. in (2) moves , 

re-stripe asphalt, water blast as needed and repaint red curbs/red fire lanes as existing and repaint 120 4 digit address boxes as existing.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
NEW BUSINESS: Irrigation Clock Quote:  Mary Andrew moved and Bohdan Fedusiw seconded a motion to accept a quote from CLS to change out the existing irrigation clocks with (6) Rainbird ESP-LXME controllers with ET Cartridges for $7,781.98 so the existing ET-Timers will work more efficiently.  CLS will assist with submitting the paperwork for a rebate for the controllers.  Motion Carried (M/S/C/4-0)
Wall Painting:  Painter to be requested to walk the property and knock on doors of homeowners whose walls and fences need to be painted.  Management will try to set up with the painter a group discount for those who will paint.  A walk is to be scheduled to go over the common area walls that still need to be painted.
